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Cricklade, called “the most intact
example of a late Saxon new town in
Britain”, is a small town in north

Wiltshire, the only Wiltshire town
on the banks of the River Thames. T}
name Cricklade means “the place by|
the river crossing”.

is known as the Jubilee Clock and w
erected in 1898 in honour of Queen
Victoria’s Diamond Jubliee in the pré
ceding year. It stands outside The V|
Hotel in the high street, where the
Town Cross once stood. There are |
replicas of the cross in Cricklade; on
is in St Sampson's grounds, the othé
in St Mary's, and there is a

certain local rivalry as to which one
believed to be the original.

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For more information access:
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By Rail:

Swindon is on the main London to Bristol/
Swansea line. There is a taxi rank just outside the
station, although walking from Swindon Railway
station to the festival is relatively easy and should
take no more than 15 minutes at a leisurely pace.
Turn right outside the station and walk along the
Station Road towards Emlyn Square, staying on
the right-hand side of the road. Walk through the
second underpass on the right — signed ‘Great
Western Business Centre’, and up the ramp at the
end. At the top of the ramp, you will see the
National Monuments Record Centre (NMRC) on
your right. Walk past the NMRC, turn left and
follow the pedestrian route to STEAM. At the far
end, turn left for the entrance and there will be
signs to lead you to the ‘Swindon Beer Festival
2007’ entrance.

Please make a note that the underpass is open
during normal working hours and will shut at ap-
proximately 6.30pm. An alternative route (as
follows) will need to be taken when returning to the
Swindon railway station after this time.

Exit the Beer Festival at STEAM and turn right,
following the pedestrian route heading towards
Kemble Drive. Turn Left onto Kemble Drive

towards the mini-roundabout. At the roundabout,
turn left onto Rodbourne Road, keeping to the
left-hand side of the road and follow this under the
railway line. Take the first left onto Church Place
then walk straight on to Bristol Street. Continue
walking straight on for approximately half a mile
and you will see that you are back on Station Road
with the railway station on your left. This route
should take approximately 20-30 minutes.

By Road:

Follow the brown tourist signs for the Outlet Cen-
tre, Great Western Heritage Area, or the ‘M’ for
STEAM Museum sign.

Steam can be found to the left of the Food Court
entrance of the Outlet Centre. STEAM can also be
reached through the ‘At Home’ section of the Out-
let Centre.

Although there is car parking for the Outlet Centre
& STEAM, they close approximately half an hour
after the centre and it's shops shut.

Taxi telephone numbers will be available from
Beer Festival staff on the night.
